-1 Scope

This International Standard specifies the main dimensional characteristics of a type of connection used for checking response tlmes

and pressure levels for compressed-air braking equipment fitted on road vehicles.

2 Field of application

This International Standard only applies to compressed-air pneumatic braking systems.

3 Dimensional characteristics of the connection
